Catholic School

In order to see this outcome realized all programs at Notre Dame Catholic High School are infused with the Gospel
values of Jesus Christ. More specifically, students will be enrolled in areligious educati on course during each year
of study in order to deepen their understanding of the Christian call to justice, peace, love and respect for all persons.

Notre Dame Catholic Community School Council

All parents are encouraged to be involved in the life of Notre Dame. We have an established School Council to assist
all of usinworking together for the students in our school.

As parents/guardians, you are the primary educators of your children. Our school can only extend and complement the
educational process, which you have begun and are continuing with your children. We invite you to become involved
in shaping the present and future directions of this school.

Provincially, the Ministry of Education and Training has passed | egisl ation requiring each school to have a School
Council. This Council isto be made up of parents/guardians, students, community members, principal, teachers and
one other school employee other than ateacher. The mgjority of the Council must be parents/guardians and the Chair
will be a parent/guardian. Inour Catholic schools, the pastor(s) and/or his designates will also be invited to jointhe
School Council.

A Focus on Collaboration

The Ministry of Education and Training identifies that education is a complex undertaking and requires the
participation not only of the individual teachers and students but al so of many others. First and foremost, teachers
must work closely with students and their parents or guardians in planning programs and i n assessing results.
Teachers must also work in close collaboration with other professional s within the system, such as guidance
counsellors, special education teachers, teacher-librarians, and school administrators, as well as with the wider
community, including business people.

The most important contribution to come from outside the school is that of parents and guardians; their
participation and interest are crucial to students’ motivation and success. Research confirms that students whose
parents take an interest in their children’s schoolwork perform better than students whose parents show little or
no interest. Giventhe essertial role of parents and guardians in education, it is important that there be effective
communi cation and mutual understanding and trust between them and school staff, especially teachers. There are
many ways inwhich parents and guardians can demonstrate their interest in education and intheir children’s progress,
for example, they can:

- make sure that they are thoroughly familiar with their children’s program and the expected outcomes for that
program;

- discuss their children's progress with the teacher;

- discuss various aspects of school work withtheir children;

- monitor their children’s homework and provide assi stance where needed;

- provide an appropriate place for children to study at home;

- demonstrate an interest in school activities,

- reinforce their children’ s learning by participating in activities that allow themto discuss their ideas and
examine themin new contexts (for example, they can read books with their children and discuss them; watch
television programs and discuss them; organize visits to the theatre, various exhibitions, the museum, etc.).

Notre Dame C.H.S. encourages parents and guardians to become involved intheir children’s educati on in meani ngful
ways; for example, we will continue to:

provide all parents and guardians with opportunities to become informed about curricul um;
provide i nformation on avail abl e services and on student progress;

clarify outcomes and standards;

provide convenient times and places for parents and guardians to meet with school staff;
provide appropriate outreach programs for all parents and guardians.



Ideally, learning takes place not only in the school and the home, but also in the local community. Education must,
therefore, involve the local community, whichincludes diverse groups, and must make use of its resources. Many of
the expected outcomes are designed to encourage students to pursue inquiries and projects that extend beyond the
school environment. To make this possible, schools are encouraged to communi cate regularly with all parties who
are ina position to make a contribution to students' programs and learning experiences. Many individualsinthe local
community will have special skills or expertise that can be of value in students’ education, whil e organi zati ons such
as cultural agencies (including museums and art galleries), business and |abour organi zations, social service agencies,
and organi zati ons operated by diverse racial and ethnocultural groups offer resources that can be drawn uponina
variety of ways.

Attendance Policy

Regular attendance on the part of studentsis vital to the learning process. Daily attendance is compulsory. Students
who have chronic absences will be reviewed by Administration and may put their credits injeopardy.

The school must know when a student i s absent and why the student is absert. It is necessary that parents communi cate
with the school regarding any absences/lateness. Needless to say when the student is absent from school or from
specific classes he/she is responsibl e for the work covered during the absence.

Safe School Policy

We are strong supporters of co-curricular activities, and we recognize the val ue of these activities in the lives of our
students. However, we al so believe that we have the shared responsibility to assist our students in maintaining an
appropriate bal ance between their studies and activities. Inorder to maintain eligibility for co-curricular activities, a
student must demonstrate: regular attendance, be in good academic standing, be striving to achieve (passing) intheir
current courses, be in full time attendance at Notre Dame (minimum of 3 courses per semester or a minimum of 2
courses per semester for students returning for afifth year), demonstrate consi stent effort and study habits, and adhere
to Safe School Policy. If the above are not evident, the student will be reviewed by the Student Success Team, and
may be suspended from the activities until improvement is noted.

Transfer Policy
Students in grades 10 — 12 transferring to Notre Dame and wi shing to play on a school team
should check with the Athletic Director about their eligibility.

Assessment, Evaluation, and Reporting

Assessment and Eval uation of student learning is based on a combination of classroom activities which may
include assignments, tests, performance, as described in each Course Outline. Students will receive a Course
Outline for each credit course they study at the beginning of each semester. Eval uation of these itemsis done
in accordance with the Achievement Chart for that subject area. Weighting of itemsis indicated on the Course
Outline for that course. Final evaluation for every subject is cal culated using a formula of 70% for termwork,
and 30% for afinal demonstration of learning (eg. culminating activity, exam, assignment, performance, task)
at or near the end of each course.

Formal reporting happens twice each semester. The midterm report card indicates progress to date and
includes a Response Form, which must be signed by parents/guardians and returned to the school. The final
report card indicates the final grade for the semester and includes a Credit Summary sheet, which tracks
compl etion of diploma requirements to date.

80 - 100% level 4 (Achievement is above the provincial standard)

60 - 69% level 2 (Achievement is below but approaching the provincial standard)
50 - 59% level 1 (Achievement is below the provincial standard)

Below 50% (The student will not receive a credit)

A credit will be granted for every course in which the student’s grade is 50% or higher. A student achieving a
level 3iswell prepared for the work in the next grade or the next course.

Parent/Teacher Interviews are scheduled two times per school year during the evening and may be arranged at
other times. Parents are invited to call their student’s teachers or the Guidance department at any time to
inqui re about student progress.

Student’s Responsibility

Notre Dame Catholic High School recognizes the importance of fostering a culture of responsibility
withinall of its students. To this end, students have a responsibility to demonstrate:

Punctual and regul ar attendance

Responsibility for completing tasks, including all work missed when absent from class

Compl etion of assignments on time and with quality

»  Working consistently, effectively and cooperatively to meet the requirements of a course

In order to assess, evaluate and report fairly and consistently on all students, Notre Dame has developed a
school policy based on the Catholic District School Board of Eastern Ontario Assessment, Eval uation and
Reporting Guide and The Ontario Curriculum, Grades 9 to 12: Program Planning and Assessment. The
following policy will apply to all coursesin Grades 9, 10, 11 and 12.

Academic Dishonesty Policy

Teachers will take steps to instruct students on how to paraphrase and how to properly cite i nformation from
secondary sources. Teacherswill deal with cheating on homework and formeative tasks.

If astudent plagiarizes all or part of an assignment or submits an assi gnment which they did not author, the teacher

will collect evidence, which confirms that the assignment is plagiarized or copied. The teacher will refer the

student to Administration who will document the incident on a standard form. The parents of the student will be

notified. The student will receive awarning and have to compl ete the original or alternate assignment under a supervised
setting. Should a second incidence of plagiarismor copying occur, in any class during the same school year, the student
will bereferred to Administration. Parents will be contacted and the student will receive a grade of zero and a suspension.

Culminating Activity/Exam

A Culminating Activity provides an opportunity for students to synthesi ze and demonstrate the full breadth of

their understanding of overall expectations. The task is completed over more than one class period, involves al
four categories of the achievement chart, and is authentic and rel ated to the “real world”. Student work to be
assessed must demonstrate individual achievement. The culminating activity may range in value from 10% to 30%
of the final assessment, depending on the course at hand. In some casesit will represent all 30% of the final
assessment. Inall other cases, the examwill represent the remai ning portion of the 30% final assessment. As such,
for al studentsinall courses, at |east part of the 30% of the final grade will involve a performance task.

Students must be present and compl ete the final examycul mi nating activity as the 30% compul sory summative

evaluation. If astudentisill and unable to be present for the exanycul minating activity, amedical certificate
will be required, and alternate dates will be arranged.

ADALO Drama, Grade 9, Open

This course provides opportunities for students to explore dramatic forms and techniques, using material from a wide range
of sources and cultures. Students will use the elements of drama to exami ne situations and issues that are relevant to their
lives. Studentswill create, perform, discuss, and anal yse drama, and then reflect on the experiences to develop an
understanding of themsel ves, the art form, and the world around them.

In the Drama program, students will have the opportunity to study and perfect authenti ¢ acting skills including i mprovisation,
miming, and using prepared scripts. Aswell, opportunitieswill be provided for the use of theatre technol ogy such aslighting
and audio equipment. Students will examine theatre works from a variety of backgrounds, and learn how to make critical
judgments about these works. To enhance the drama experience at Notre Dame, students will also have the opportunity to attend
alive performance.

Prerequisite: None
Note: Students will require agrade 9 or 10 Drama credit to pursue Dramain grade 11

AMU10 Music, Grade 9, Open

Thi's course emphasizes the creation and performance of music at a level consistent with experience and isaimed at
devel oping technique, sensitivity, and imagination. Students will develop musical literacy skills by using the creative and
critical analysis processes in composition, performance, and a range of reflective and analytical activities. Students will
devel op an understanding of the conventions and elements of music and of safe practicesrelated to music, and will develop a
variety of skills transferable to other areas of their life.

In the Music program, students will have the opportunity to play in both large and small group ensembles. There will be
opportunity for students who are more proficient to work on more involved musical performance. Students will learn basic
theoretical concepts and apply these skills towards the composition of their own musical work. To enhance the musical
experience at Notre Dame, students will also have the opportunity to attend a live performance.

Prerequisite: None
Note: Students will require agrade 9 or 10 Music credit to pursue Music ingrade 11

AVI10 Visual Arts, Grade 9, Open

This courseisexploratory in nature, offering an overview of visual arts as afoundation for further study. Studentswill become
familiar with the elements and principl es of design and the expressive qualities of various material s by using a range of media,
processes, techniques, and styles. Studentswill use  creative and critical analysis processes and will interpret art withina
personal, contemporary, and historical context. Visual Arts explorations at Notre Dame include hands on introductions to
drawing, painting, scul pture, crafts and design. Projects include basic human anatomy and proportions, aGreek vase, life-size
mummi es, Native masks, and clay pots. A $20.00 feewill belevied to students. For thisfee studentswill receive anartkitand
the use of consumable material s such as paper and paint.

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CANADIAN WORLD STUDIES

CGC1D Geography of Canada (Academic)

This course explores Canada’ s distinct and changing character and the geographic systems and rel ati onships that shape it.
Students will investi gate the i nteracti ons of natural human systems within Canada, aswell as Canada’ s economic, culturd,
and environmental connectionsto other countries. Studentswill use avariety of geotechnol ogies and i nquiry and communication
methods to anal yse and eval uate geographic issues and present their findings.

Prerequisite: None

CGC1P Geography of Canada (Applied)

This course focuses on geographi ¢ i ssues that affect Canadians today. Studentswill draw on personal and everyday experiences
as they learn about Canada’ s distinct and changing character and the natural and human systems and gl obal i nfl uences thet shepe
the country. Students will use a variety of geotechnologies and inquiry and communi cation methods to examine practical
geographic questions and communicate their findings.

Prerequisite: None

CGCL1DF Principes de géographie du Canada — Extended French (Academic)

This course explores Canada’s distinct and changing character and the geographic systems and rel ati onships that shape it.
Students will investi gate the i nteracti ons of natural human systems within Canada, aswell as Canada’ s economic, culturd,
and environmental connectionsto other countries. Studentswill use avariety of geotechnol ogies and i nquiry and communication
methods to anal yse and eval uate geographic issues and present their findings.

Language of instruction: French

Prerequisite: Grade 8 French Immersion

ENGLISH

ENG 1D English (Academic)

This course is designed to develop the oral communi cation, reading, writing, and literacy skills
that students need for success in their secondary school academic programs and in their daily lives. Studentswill analyse
literary texts from contemporary and historical periods, interpret informational and graphic texts and create oral, written, and
mediatextsinavariety of forms. Animportant focuswill be onthe use of strategies that contribute to effective communication.
The course is intended to prepare students for the grade 10 academic English course, which leads to university or college
preparation courses in grades 11 and 12.

Prerequisite: None

ENG 1P English (Applied)

This course is designed to develop the key oral communication, reading, writing, and media literacy skills students need for
success in secondary school and daily life. Students will read, interpret, and create a variety of informational, literary, and
graphic texts. Animportant focus will be onidentifying and suing appropriate strategies and processes to i mprove students’
comprehension of texts and to hel p them communi cate clearly and effectively. The courseisintended to prepare studentsfor the
Grade 10 applied English course, which leads to college or workplace preparation courses in Grades 11 and 12.
Prerequisite: None

ENG 1L English (Locally Developed)

This course provides foundational literacy and communication skillsto prepare students for successintheir daily lives, inthe
workplace, and inthe Grade 10 LDCC Course.

The courseis organized into strands that devel op listening and talking skills, reading and viewing skills, and writing skills. In
all strands, the focus is on devel oping foundational literacy skills and on using language clearly and accurately inavariety of
authenti c contexts.

Students develop strategies and put into practice the processes involved in talking, listening, reading, viewing, writing, and
thinking, and reflect regularly upon their growth in these areas.

Prerequisite: None
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FRENCH

FSF 1D Core French (Academic)

This course emphasi zes the further devel opment of oral communi cation, reading, and writing skills. Studentswill build onand
apply their knowledge of French while exploring a variety of themes, such as relationships, trends, and careers. Thematic
readings, which include a selection of short stories, articles, and poems, will serve as stepping stones to oral written
activities.

Students will continue to enhance their oral communication, reading and writing skills in a program, which may include
participationin skits, and role-playing based on various themes of interest to young people. Opportunitiesto aFrench
newspaper conduct research employment requiring French as a Second Language skills, and give school announcements in
French may be presented aswell. Anemphasiswill be on technol ogy through the use of various web sites to complete
assignments.  Students may have access to e-mail French speaking pen pals. To enhance French cultural awareness students
will participate in Francophone Week Activities.

Grade 9. Studentswill be exposed to moreintensive reading written assignments and oral activities to enhancetheir
French language skills.

Prerequisite: Minimum of 600 hours of French instruction, or equivalent

FSF 1P Core French (Applied)

This course emphasi zes the further devel opment of oral communi cation, reading, and writing skills. Studentswill build onand
apply their knowledge of French while exploring a variety of themes, such as relationships, trends, and careers. Thematic

readings, which include a selection of short stories, and poems, will serve as stepping stones to oral and written
activities.
A primarily oral based course, activities may include inskits, and role-playing based on various themesof interest

to young people. Opportunities to design a French newspaper conduct research employment requiring French as a Second
Language skill, and give school announcementsin French may be presented aswell. Anemphasiswill be placed on technology
through the use of various web sites to compl ete assignments. Students may have access to e-mail French speakingpenpas. To
enhance French cultural awareness students will participate in Francophone Week Activities.

Prerequisite: Minimum of 600 hours of Frenchinstruction, or equival ent
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FEF 1D Extended French (Academic)

Thi's course emphasizes the expansi on of students’ oral communication, reading, and writing skills through the study of themes
that reflect their interests. Students will apply their knowledge of French in discussions, debates, dramati zations, and oral
presentations. Studentswill read and write avariety of genres (e.g., poems, articles, and brochures) and study at | east oneshort
novel for a French-speaking audience.

Students’ oral communi cation, reading and writing skills will be emphasi zed through one-on-one and small group activities.
Activities may include debates on present social issues and reading, analysis, and role playing of authentic texts. An
opportunity to express personal opinions, prepare critiques and journals on various French texts will also be offered. To
enhance French cultural awareness, activities may include cultural field trips, French school announcements, participationin
Francophone week activities and e-mail French-speaking penpals. Anemphasiswill be placed ontechnol ogy through the use
of various web sites to compl ete assi gnments.

Prerequisite: Minimum of 1260 hours of instructionin French, or equivalent

GUIDANCE AND CAREER EDUCATION

GLE 10 Learning Strategies 1: Skills for Success in Secondary School (Open)

This course focuses on | earning strategies to hel p students become better, more independent learners. Studentswill learn how
to develop and apply literacy and numeracy skills, personal management skills, and interpersonal and teamwork skills to
improve their learning and achievement in school, the and the community. The course helps students build
confidence and motivation to pursue opportunities for success in secondary school and beyond. This course is the pathway
designated for students who were French exempt in el ementary school .

Prerequisite: Recommendation of Principal/Special Education Resource Team
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HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION

PPL10F (female), PPL10M (male) Healthy Active Living Education (Open)

This course emphasizes students’ regular participationinavariety of enjoyable physical acti itiesthat

promote lifelong healthy active living. Students will learn movement skills and principles, waysto

improve personal fitness and physical competence, and safety/injury-prevention strategies. They will investigateissuesrelat d
to healthy sexuality and the use and abuse of alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs and will participate in activities designed to
devel op goal -setting, communi cation, and social skills.

The Grade 9 physical education student will be giventhe opportunity  participate inavariety of teamand individual sports.
As a reflection of our Catholic faith, emphasis will be placed on participation, cooperation, sportsmanship, and fair play.
Students will strive to improve their motor skills, overall fitness, skill development and flexibility by becominginvolved in
creative movement, swimming, weight training, and cooperative games.

Prerequisite: None

PAF10 Personal and Fitness Activities (Open)

This course emphasi zes regul ar participationinavariety of activities that promotes lifelong heal thy active living. Sudentswill
focusonindividual health and fitness activitiesin order to make a healthy lifestyl e choice and improve personal fitness. Some
activities may include co-operative games, cardio-ki ckboxing, i ntroductory fitness planning, badminton, canoeing,
and snowshoeing.

This course will help each student to identify, set and accomplish personal heal th and fitness goal s, such as runningor walkinga
set distance, or planning and preparing a heal thy menu using the Canada Food Guide. A trip to afitness club may be offered to

introduce other opportunities in fitness, a fee would be charged.. Course feeis $20

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MATHEMATICS ;) 54
MPML1D Principles in Mathematics (Academic) 36' f‘%{ v
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This course enabl es students to devel op generali zati ons of mathematical i deas through expl oration of applications, theeffective
use of technology, and abstract reasoning. Students will investigate relationships to devel op equations of straight lines and
analytical geometry, explore relationships between volume and surface area of objects in measurement, and apply extended
algebraic skills in their problem solving. Students will engage in abstract extensions of core learning that will deepen their
mathematical knowledge and enrich their understanding.

Grade 9 students have opportunities for enriching their Math experience by accessing extra support or extending their learning
by participating in the University of Waterloo Math Contest. Students will have the opportunity to use graphing technol ogy
through the use of |aptops or graphing cal culators.

Prerequisite: None

MFM1P Foundations of Mathematics (Applied)

This course enables students to develop mathematical ideas and abstract reasoning through expl oration of applications, the
effective use of technol ogy, and extended experiences with hands on activities. Students will investi gate rel ationshipsof sraight
linesin anal ytical geometry, solve problemsinvolving the measurement of 2-di mensional figures, apply concepts of rate, ration
and proportion, and apply key numeric and algebraic skills in problem solving. Students will also have opportunities to
consolidate core skills and deepen their understanding of key mathematical concepts.

Grade 9 students have opportunities for enriching their Math experience by accessing extra support and may have the
opportunity to use computer technol ogy to reinforce their skills.

Prerequisite: None
MAT1L Mathematics (Locally Developed)

This course emphasizes’ further devel opment of mathematical knowledge and skills to prepare students for success in their
everyday lives, inthe workplace, and inthe Grade 10 LDCC course.

The course is organized in three strands rel ation to money sense, measurement, and proportional reasoning. Inall strands, the
focus is on developing and consolidating key foundational mathematical concepts and skills by solving authentic, everyday
problems all owing students to expl ore mathemati cs and gain a more solid understanding of everday math skills.

Students have opportunities to further devel op their mathematical literacy and problem-solving skills and to continuedeveloping
their skillsinreading, writing, and oral language through relevant and practi cal math activities.

Prerequisite: None
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RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

HRE 10 Religious Education — Be With Me (Open)

This course invites students to a deeper understanding of both the joy and the demands of following in the way of Christ and
living out the call to discipleship asitis described in the Scriptures. Using the Beatitudes as a touchstone, students

exami ne the attitudes and actions that characterize the Christian life. They are encouraged to understand and nurture within
themsel ves the virtues that will enable them to deepen their relationship with God in and through Christ in the context of a
Spirit-filled community. Inthe Family Life Education strand students will explore a variety of topics rel ated to the themes
of personhood, interpersonal rel ationships and sexuality.

This course offers students uni que opportunities to explore real life situations and apply their beliefs and valuesina
concrete fashion. In developing a personal moral ethic, students will prepare themsel ves to meet the chall enges and
dilemmas of daily life. Curriculumwill incorporate el ements of art, drama, music and media. All grade 9 students will
participate in Religious Educati on experiences such as liturgies, and guided reflections.

Prerequisite: None
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SCIENCE

SNC 1D Science (Academic)

This course enabl es students to devel op their understanding of basic conceptsin biology, chemistry, earth and space science,
and physics, and to rel ate science to technol ogy, society, and the environment. Throughout the course, studentswill develop
their skillsinthe processes of scientific investigation. Studentswill acquire an understanding of scientific theoriesand conduct
i nvesti gati ons rel ated to sustai nabl e ecosystems: atomic and molecular structures and the properties of elementsand compounds;
the study of the universe and its properties and components; and the principles of electricity.

The Grade 9 academic science class reflects a highly conceptual program, whichwill be supported by lab-based activities.
Classrooms promote hands-on activities and provide adequate equipment and material s for all students. Studentswill havethe
benefit of both theory-based and | ab-based examinations. Studentswill learn how scientific technology is related to local and
gobal events and the Canadian contribution and technol ogical careers in science.

Prerequisite: None

SNC 1P Science (Applied)

This course enabl es students to devel op their understanding of basic conceptsin biology, chemistry, earth and space science,
and physics, and to apply their knowledge of science to everyday situations. They are also given opportunities to develop
practical skills related to scientific investigation. Students will plan and conduct investigations into practical problems and
issues related to the impact of human activity on ecosystems; the structure and properties of elements and compounds; space
expl oration and the components of the universe; and static and current el ectricity.

The applied science course at Notre Dame will emphasi ze |ab-based activities to strengthen students’ know|edge of science
applications in everyday life. Students will gain confidence inthe skillsthey will need to continue onintheir senior courses.
Students will have the benefit of both lab-based and theory-based examinations. Students will learn about the effects of
technol ogy on society and the environment and possibl e technological careersin science.

Prerequisite: None

SNCLL (Locally Developed)

This course emphasi zes reinforcing and strengtheni ng science-rel ated knowledge and skills, including scientificing ire, critical
thinking, and the rel ationshi p between science, society, and the environment, to prepare students for successin everyday life,
and in the workpl ace.

Students explore arange of topics, includingscience daily life, properties of common material s, life-sustai ning processesin
simple and complex organisms, and electrical circuits.

Students have the opportunity to extend mathematical and scientific process skills and to continue developing their skillsin
reading, writing, and oral |anguage through relevant and practical science activities.

Prerequisite: None
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TECHNOLOGICAL EDUCATION 4

TCJ10 Exploring Construction Technology (Open)
This exploratory course introduces students to concepts and skills in construction technol ogy, whi ch encompasses plumbing,

electrical wiring, masonry, heating/cooling, carpentry, and woodworking. Students will develop an awareness of related

environmental and societal issues and will begin to explore secondary and postsecondary pathways leading to careersinthe
field

Prerequisite: None
